ASSEMBLY TIME: 
Designated locally.  The COT, Group & Squadron Staffs, Band, and Color Guard will assemble in the appropriate spots and formation.  Escorts will begin passing out programs.  Assemble behind the ready line at 0815 for 0900 parade.  Size the squadrons at 0840.

MODERATOR:
"LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, THE PREPOSITIONING OF THE TROOPS 

(0845)
WILL START AT  0850."  Squadrons will form on the ready line at parade rest.   The colors will be centered in front of the reviewing stand.  The Commander of Troops (COT) and exec will be positioned to the north of the reviewing stand.  The group staffs and the adjutant will be positioned in front of the bleachers.

MAJ GEN GODDARD:
Depart Officers’ Club at 0842 for flightline.  (driver will position and hold at Capt Cunningham on the flightline next to the fire station)  Arrival at stages is 0847.  Greeted by Escorts to open doors.  Escort will escort Mrs. Goddard around the car to Maj Gen Goddard.  Maj Gen & Mrs. Goddard will walk together to their seats marked on the center stage.

MAJ GEN SMITH:
Departs Officers’ Club at 0844.  Arrival is 0849.  Greeted by Escorts.  Maj Gen & Mrs. Smith will walk together to seats marked on center stage.

MODERATOR:
After the last staff car, before Reviewing Official       “LADIES AND

GENTLEMEN, PLEASE TAKE YOUR SEATS.  



GOOD MORNING AND WELCOME TO THE ROBINS AIR FORCE BASE CHANGE OF COMMAND AND RETIREMENT CEREMONY.  I AM COLONEL TED KAROGLOU AND I WILL BE YOUR MODERATOR FOR TODAY’S CEREMONY.  FOR YOUR CONVENIENCE I WILL DESCRIBE THE MAIN EVENTS OF OUR PARADE.  THE REVIEWING OFFICER FOR TODAY'S CEREMONY IS GENERAL GEORGE  T. BABBITT, COMMANDER, AIR FORCE MATERIEL COMMAND. OUR CIVILIAN GUESTS ARE INVITED TO STAND WITH THE MILITARY WHEN THE BAND PLAYS RUFFLES AND FLOURISHES, GENERALS MARCH, AND THE NATIONAL ANTHEM. WE WILL NOW HAVE THE POSITIONING OF THE COLORS, THE COMMANDER OF TROOPS,  AND HIS STAFF."

At this time the COT will give the command “ATTENTION.”  The COT,  Group staffs , and Honor Guard will come to attention.  The COT will give the command for “forward march.”  The COT, Group staffs, and the Honor Guard will all march toward their position (with the Color Guard in lead and in step with the Color Guard).  The troop adjutant, who was initially grouped with the A Group staff, breaks off at a point halfway to his destination and does an oblique to his location on the final line.  Adjutant will then face downline. Once in position, Squadron Commanders will "ABOUT FACE" (toward reviewing stand) and assume "PARADE REST." Group Commanders “CHANGE POST” and “PARADE REST”.   (COT and staff wait until all others are at Parade Rest then the COT commands, "CHANGE POST MARCH" and "PARADE REST".)   Escorts (Door openers) go to their positions.

MODERATOR:
PLEASE WELCOME THE PERSONNEL AND UNITS PARTICIPATING IN TODAY'S PARADE: (pause) 

· CENTERED IN FRONT OF THE REVIEWING STAND, COL JOHN W. MOGGE, JR., COMMANDER OF TROOPS, ACCOMPANIED BY HIS EXECUTIVE OFFICER LT NICOLE BEEBE.  POSITIONED ON THE READY LINE TO THE FAR LEFT OF THE FIELD IS LT MATT BEEBE, THE TROOP ADJUTANT.  
· POSITIONED TO THE COMMANDER OF TROOP’S RIGHT, THE A GROUP COMMANDER, COL MARTIN JUBELT.  TO THE COMMANDER OF TROOPS LEFT, THE B GROUP COMMANDER, LT COL KENT MUELLER.  
· UNIT'S PARTICIPATING AS PART OF TODAY'S CEREMONY ARE FROM LEFT TO RIGHT, REPRESENTING AIR COMBAT COMMAND, THE 93RD AIR CONTROL WING, COMMANDED BY COL JOSEPH STEIN; 
· REPRESENTING AIR MOBILITY COMMAND, THE 19TH AIR REFUELING GROUP, COMMANDED BY COL NORM FLEMENS;

GEN BABBITT:
Departs Officers’ Club at 0856.  Car arrives at 0900.  Will be greeted by escorts.  Gen & Mrs. Babbitt will walk together to seats marked on stage.  (see picture on previous page)

MODERATOR: 
As the reviewing officer's car is proceeding by the first bleacher, "LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, PLEASE RISE FOR THE ARRIVAL OF TODAY’S PRESIDING OFFICER, GENERAL GEORGE T. BABBITT."
COT:                   
Comes to attention and salutes as car arrives.  Go to Parade Rest when Reviewing Officer steps onto Reviewing Stand. 

GEN BABBITT:
Steps out of car and returns COT salute.  Escorts Mrs. Babbitt to her seat and takes his position on the reviewing stand.  Seat marked with nametag.

MODERATOR:
(Once General Babbitt has seated)  "PLEASE BE SEATED.  THE ADJUTANT WILL NOW DIRECT THE BAND TO SOUND ADJUTANT'S CALL WHICH IS THE OFFICIAL BEGINNING OF THE PARADE."
ADJUTANT:
Position is on the final line, six paces to the left of the 1st Squadron.  After moderator finishes speaking,  "SOUND ADJUTANT'S CALL."

COT & W STAFF:         
On  the first note of adjutant’s call, “STAFF, ATTENTION”  “Change Post.”
GROUP CC's: 
On the first note of the adjutant's call, come to “STAFF ATTENTION”, face about (toward troops) and remain at attention until all squadrons within your group are halted and aligned on the final line.  Face about toward the reviewing stand. 

SQUADRON CC's: 
On first note of adjutants call, all squadron CC's come to attention, face about and command "SQUADRON, ATTENTION" in unison.  Pause.  Give the command "GUIDE ON LINE” in sequence from right to left (93rd to SPTG).  The guide double times to the final line, halts, one pace before mark and does right face.  After the guide has departed, the squadron commander commands, "FORWARD MARCH," then "SQUADRON, HALT" when the first man in the right file touches the right shoulder of the guide.  "AT CLOSE INTERVAL DRESS RIGHT DRESS."


(“Before calling halt, you can march your unit to the final line and let them “mark time” before you call halt.”)
GUIDEON:
Faces right on “DRESS RIGHT DRESS”.  (Face front on “READY FRONT”)

A Flight CCs
Marches out and checks the alignment of the first two ranks and returns to his position.  

SQUADRON CCs:
"READY FRONT"  “COVER”.  Face about.

GUIDEON:
Position is one pace behind and two paces to the left of the squadron commander.  

MODERATOR:
"THE ADJUTANT WILL NOW POST THE GUIDES TO PREPARE THE FORMATION FOR SOUND OFF WHICH IS A SALUTE TO THE PARADE STAFF AND PERSONNEL."
ADJUTANT:   
When the last squadron is in place and dressed, the band will stop.  Walk to the point midway between the COT and group CC's at adjutants’ cadence halt, face left and command, "G-U-I-D-E-S POST."
GUIDES:
Move to position by executing a left face and taking one step forward.

ADJUTANT:
"GIVE YOUR GROUPS PARADE REST."
GROUP CC's: 
Face about, "PARADE (parade) REST" (squadron CC's echo all preparatory commands)  Face about.  “STAFF, PARADE REST”

COT:
Remains at attention throughout sound off.

ADJUTANT:
"SOUND OFF."  After sound off (3 Chords), wait for pipers to “troop the line” and reposition.  “GIVE YOUR GROUPS ATTENTION."

GROUP CC'S:  
"STAFF ATTENTION"  Face about "GROUP (squadron) ATTENTION" 


Face about.


ADJUTANT:  
"GIVE YOUR GROUPS PRESENT ARMS."

GROUP CC'S:
Face about, "PRESENT (present) ARMS" Face about 


"STAFF, PRESENT ARMS."

ADJUTANT:
Face about, salute, report, "SIR, THE PARADE IS FORMED."
COT:
Returns salute, "TAKE YOUR POST."
ADJUTANT:
Moves directly toward the COT, executes left oblique, right oblique, halts and faces about.

COT:
"GIVE YOUR GROUPS ORDER ARMS."
GROUP CC'S:       
"STAFF, ORDER ARMS", face about


"ORDER (order) ARMS", face about. 

MODERATOR:
"THE ADJUTANT WILL RECEIVE THE REPORT AND PUBLISH THE ORDER.  THE GROUP AND SQUADRON STAFFS WILL THEN PRESENT THEIR UNITS AND FLAGS TO THE COMMANDER OF TROOPS."
COT:
After moderator is finished, "RECEIVE THE REPORT."

ADJUTANT:
Moves to previous position "R-E-PORT."
A GROUP CC:    
Face toward adjutant, salute, and report 


"A GROUP ALL PRESENT OR ACCOUNTED FOR." 

ADJUTANT:
Face A Group Commander--return salute.

B GROUP CC:    
Face toward adjutant, salute, and report 


"B GROUP ALL PRESENT OR ACCOUNTED FOR."

ADJUTANT:
Face B Group Commander--return salute.  Face about, salute and report to COT


"SIR, ALL PRESENT OR ACCOUNTED FOR."

COT:
Returns salute "PUBLISH THE ORDERS."
ADJUTANT:
Face about "ATTENTION TO ORDERS.  DETAIL FOR TODAY, OFFICER OF THE DAY, LT GRAZE.  BY COMMAND OF GENERAL BABBITT."

ADJUTANT:
"OFFICERS" pause, "CENTER" pause, "MARCH."  After “MARCH”, face about and move to position behind COT.

OFFICERS:
On "OFFICERS" Squadron CC's take eight paces forward.

                
Guidon bearers take five paces forward,


“A” Flight CCs take six paces forward, 


"B" Flight CC's take four paces forward.


On "CENTER" all face center.  Step off on "MARCH." 


(Band will start on "MARCH.")

GROUP STAFFs:
Stand fast when the command “OFFICERS” is given, on  "CENTER," face center, on "MARCH" march toward center of field, aligning yourselves with other Group Staff and centered on the COT Staff.

1ST SGTS:       
Stand fast until "MARCH" then move by the most direct route around the flank of their squadron nearest the colors and halt abreast the first rank. 

OFFICERS:
As the detail reaches center, mark time. 

A GROUP CC:
“OFFICERS’ ….HALT.  POST.”  On "POST" all detail personnel face review stand.  

OFFICERS:
When all the officers and guidons have reached the center and faced front, the 93rd Squadron CC will say, “SIR, ALL IN FROM THE RIGHT,” and the 78 SPTG Squadron CC will say, “SIR, ALL IN FROM THE LEFT.”
A GROUP CC:
"FORWARD, MARCH"     (ALL Dress to the Center!)
1ST SGTS: 
When the A Group Commander commands "FORWARD MARCH," move by the most direct route to the command position in front of the squadron.  

A GROUP CC:
 "OFFICERS’ .... HALT." Execute four paces between "OFFICERS" and "HALT"  The group is halted six paces from the COT

OFFICERS:
On “HALT”, take one extra step and salute.  (Step, Stop, Salute)

GUIDONS:
Step, Stop, Drop
COT:
Returns salute of officers center formation.  


"ORDER.... ARMS" (pause) “OFFICERS, POST”  (pause) “MARCH.”

OFFICERS:
On "POST" all face about on "FORWARD, MARCH" all step off and First Sergeants return to their original position within the squadron, reversing their original route.  The A Group Commander will command "OFFICERS’ ….. HALT" when in line with his/her parade position. Then command "POST" (pause) "FORWARD MARCH."  On "POST" all face out.  On "MARCH," officers, and guidon bearers of each respective squadron step off in succession at a four pace interval (i.e. wait for the person in front of you to get four paces away and step off in unison) .  Group staffs will step off as a unit.   Details keep in file until they are perpendicular with their “spot” and flank toward their position and halt.  The squadron commander commands "POST" and all in the squadron about face.   The band will stop when everyone is in place.  Group staffs’ face reviewing stand when their squadrons are in place.  COT face troops.

MODERATOR:
“A DISTINCTIVE FEATURE OF MILITARY CEREMONIES IS THE FORMAL PRESENTATION OF COMMAND TO THE REVIEWING OFFICER. AFTER THE COMMANDER OF TROOPS PRESENTS THE COMMAND, RUFFLES AND FLOURISHES AND THE GENERAL’S MARCH WILL BE PLAYED IN HONOR OF GENERAL GEORGE T. BABBITT.  EVERYONE PLEASE RISE.” 

GENERAL BABBITT:
Stand, take two steps forward and centers himself on the reviewing stand.       

COT:
"GIVE YOUR GROUPS PRESENT ARMS."
GROUP CC'S:
Face about, "PRESENT (present) ARMS" 


Face about, "STAFF PRESENT ARMS."

COT & W STAFF:
Command staff, "CHANGE POST, MARCH" face about,


"STAFF, PRESENT ARMS.....SIR, I PRESENT THE COMMAND."


 Hold salute throughout music.

GENERAL BABBITT:
Remains at attention throughout music and does not salute during music. RETURN SALUTE AT END OF MUSIC.  Remain Standing.

COT:
Commands staff, "ORDER ARMS" Face about, 


"GIVE YOUR GROUP ORDER ARMS."  Face about.

GROUP CC'S:
"STAFF, ORDER ARMS" Face about, "ORDER (order) ARMS," Face about

MODERATOR:
"LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, PLEASE BE SEATED.  GENERAL BABBITT HAS GIVEN THE HONOR OF INSPECTING THE TROOPS TO MAJOR GENERAL SMITH."


GENERAL BABBITT:
“PREPARE FOR INSPECTION.”  Returns COT Salute.  Stands fast until General Smith comes abreast at left, left face and exchange salutes, then be seated.

COT:
Salute after General Babbitt says, “Prepare for inspection.”

GENERAL SMITH:
Step forward left abreast of General Babbitt, face right and salute.  After Gen Babbitt departs for his seat, assume position in center of the reviewing stand and await COT’s announcement that he is prepared for inspection.

COT:
Face about “PREPARE FOR INSPECTION.  GIVE YOUR GROUPS PARADE REST.”

GROUP CCs:
Face about, “PARADE (parade) REST”  Face about, “STAFF, PARADE REST.”

COT:
Face about. Salute, “SIR, THE COMMAND IS PREPARED FOR INSPECTION.”

GEN SMITH:
Returns salute.  Moves from reviewing stand to six paces in front of the Commander of Troops.  After salutes are exchanged, the band will play the first note of marching music when the reviewing officer’s left foot hits the ground on his way to inspect the troops.  The reviewing officer walks diagonally across the field to the first squadron, past all squadrons, returning all salutes as he goes.  

COT:
Salute Reviewing Officer as he approaches.  Follow one pace behind and one pace to the right of the reviewing officer and only salute the colors.  COT’s staff assumes parade rest after the COT departs.

GROUP CCs:
“STAFF ATTENTION”  “PRESENT ARMS” as reviewing party passes by.  After salute is returned, command “ORDER ARMS” and remain at attention.

SQUADRON CCs:
As the reviewing party approaches your squadron, command “SQUADRON ATTENTION”  “EYES…….RIGHT.”  On right, squadron commander, flight commanders, present arms.  As the reviewing party passes, the squadron will follow with their eyes only until the reviewing party is directly in front of them and squadron commander will “ORDER ARMS”  (No “ready front” will be given) after the General has passed.  Guidon executed and eyes right only.

COT STAFF:
Comes to attention as reviewing party approaches from inspection.

INSPECTING PARTY:
Upon returning from inspection, Gen Smith returns to seat.

MODERATOR:   
"LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, PLEASE RISE FOR THE ADVANCEMENT OF THE COLORS AND THE PLAYING OF THE NATIONAL ANTHEM."
COT:
Do an about face and command, "COLORS, POST...MARCH."  Colors move on COT command.

COT STAFF:
At command "POST," group staff officers face right.  On "MARCH," they move forward six paces and execute an about face.  Executive officer will command “PRESENT ARMS” when the colors pass, and “ORDER ARMS” once the colors have passed.  They will then execute a right face toward the reviewing stand.

GENERAL BABBITT:
As the colors come forward, stand and center on the front of the reviewing stand.

COT:
Waits for the Color Guard and salutes the flag.  Does an about face.  Commands them forward in front of General Babbitt.  After reaching a point five paces from the reviewing officer, command, “DETAIL, HALT” Salute.  "SIR, THE COLORS ARE PRESENT.”
GENERAL BABBITT:
Returns salute.

COT:
Passes around the right flank of the color guard and proceeds to his post in front of his group staff, facing the troops, "GIVE YOUR GROUPS PRESENT ARMS."

GROUP CC'S:
Face about, "PRESENT (present) ARMS," Face about,


"STAFF, PRESENT ARMS."

COT & W STAFF: 
“POST”  (all face to flag).  “STAFF, PRESENT ARMS”

MODERATOR:
"LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, OUR NATIONAL ANTHEM.”

BAND:
Plays National Anthem.

GENERAL BABBITT:
Present Arms on first note of music, and order arms on the last note of music.

Maj Gen Smith & Goddard:
At first note of music present arms.  

COT:
On last note of music, (after Gen Babbitt orders arms) "STAFF, ORDER ARMS"  “STAFF, POST”  COT face troops, staff face reviewing stand, on “POST”.  "GIVE YOUR GROUPS ORDER ARMS."
GROUP CC'S:
"STAFF, ORDER ARMS," face about "ORDER (order) ARMS" face about.

COT:
"GIVE YOUR GROUPS PARADE REST."

GROUP CC'S:
Face about "PARADE (parade) REST," face about "STAFF, PARADE REST."

COT:
Face about after group CC's face about. “STAFF, PARADE REST”
MODERATOR:
“LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, PLEASE BE SEATED.  PLEASE WELCOME THE COMMANDER OF AIR FORCE MATERIEL COMMAND, GENERAL GEORGE T. BABBITT.”
GEN BABBITT:
Make remarks.  Take seat.

MODERATOR:
“LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, WE WILL NOW PROCEED WITH THE CHANGE OF COMMAND CEREMONY.”

COT:
"STAFF ATTENTION."  Face about. "GIVE YOUR GROUPS ATTENTION."  Face about. 

GROUP CC'S:
"STAFF ATTENTION"  Face about "GROUP, ATTENTION" Face about. 

MODERATOR:
“THE CHANGE OF COMMAND HAS A LONG AND HONORABLE HISTORY.  IN THE MIDDLE AGES, IT WAS NOT UNCOMMON FOR THE SOLDIERS TO BE UNAWARE OF WHO THEIR COMMANDERS WERE OR WHAT THEY LOOKED LIKE.  A FORMAL CHANGE OF COMMAND AFFORDED THESE TROOPS THE OPPORTUNITY TO WITNESS THE PROCEEDINGS AND ACTUALLY SEE THEIR COMMANDER.  THE CONTINENTAL ARMY OF THE UNITED STATES CONDUCTED THE FIRST OFFICAL CEREMONIES IN AMERICA.  THE CHANGE OF COMMAND SYMBOLICALLY TRANSFERS AUTHORITY AND RESPONSIBILITY FROM ONE COMMANDER TO THE NEXT, BY THE PASSING OF THE GUIDON, THUS ENSURING A CONTINUOUS, UNBROKEN CHAIN OF COMMAND.  IN KEEPING WITH TIME HONORED TRADITION, GENERAL GEORGE T. BABBITT, COMMANDER, AIR FORCE MATERIEL COMMAND, WILL PRESIDE AS MAJOR GENERAL RONDAL H. SMITH RELINQUEISHES COMMAND, AND MAJOR GENERAL RICHARD N. GODDARD ASSUMES COMMAND OF THE WARNER ROBINS AIR LOGISTICS CENTER.  LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, PLEASE STAND FOR THE CHANGE OF COMMAND CEREMONY.”

GENERALS & CHIEF:
Move to position on stage marked with a B.  Maj Gen Smith positioned on S, Maj Gen Goddard positioned on G.  Chief Gries secure guidon and position on C.

GEN SMITH:
Salutes, “SIR, I RELINQUISH COMMAND.”

GEN BABBITT:
Returns Salute.

CHIEF GRIES:
Hands Guidon to General Smith

GEN SMITH:
Hands Guidon to General Babbitt.

GEN BABBITT:
Hands Guidon to Chief Gries

MODERATOR:
“MAJOR GENERAL RONDAL H. SMITH HAS JUST RELINQUISHED COMMAND OF THE WARNER ROBINS AIR LOGISTICS CENTER. 

GEN SMITH:
Takes two steps backward.

GEN GODDARD:
Sidesteps to position in front of General Babbitt, after Maj Gen Smith steps back twice. Salute Gen Babbitt and say, “Sir, I assume command.”
GEN BABBITT:
Salute.  Hands Guidon to Maj Gen Goddard.
GEN GODDARD:
After receiving the Guidon from Gen Babbitt, hands the guidon to Chief Gries.  

MODERATOR:
“ATTENTION TO ORDERS, UNDER THE PROVISIONS OF SPECIAL ORDER G-007, MAJOR GENERAL RICHARD N. GODDARD ASSUMES COMMAND OF THE WARNER ROBINS AIR LOGISTICS CENTER, AIR FORCE MATERIEL COMMAND, VICE MAJOR GENERAL RONDAL H. SMITH, EFFECTIVE 21 NOVEMBER 1997.  THIS COMPLETES THE CHANGE OF COMMAND PORTION OF OUR CEREMONY.   LADIES & GENTELMEN PLEASE BE SEATED.
GENS & CHIEF:
Take seats.  Chief posts the guidon.

COT:
Face about.  “GIVE YOUR GROUPS PARADE REST.”  Face about. “STAFF, PARADE REST.”
GROUP CC’s:
Face about.  “PARADE, REST.”  Face about. “STAFF, PARADE REST.”
MODERATOR:
“LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, PLEASE WELCOME THE NEW COMMANDER OF THE WARNER ROBINS AIR LOGISTICS CENTER, MAJOR GENERAL RICHARD N. GODDARD.”
GEN GODDARD:
Make remarks.  Take seat.

MODERATOR:
WE WILL NOW PROCEED WITH THE AWARDS PORTION OF OUR CEREMONY. 

COT:

MODERATOR:
LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, PLEASE RISE.

GEN BABBITT & SMITH:

Stand and position on the center of the stage.

EXECUTIVE OFFICER:    Positioned on right side of General Babbitt with medal, citation.

MODERATOR:
Reads citation for Gen Smith
CITATION TO ACCOMPANY THE AWARD OF…………..

GENERAL SMITH:
After citation is read, right face.  

GENERAL BABBITT:      After citation is read, take medal, left face, decorate. (pause for photo)

GENERALS B & S:
Face forward.
MODERATOR:
----RETIREMENT ORDER------

GEN SMITH:
After order is read, face right.

GENERAL BABBITT:     Take certificate, face left, congratulate.

GENERALS B & S:
Face forward.

MODERATOR:
THROUGHOUT THE HISTORY OF WARFARE, A GERERAL OFFICER’S PERSONAL COLORS SYMBOLIZED HIS COMMAND ON THE BATTLEFIELD.  TO COMMEMORATE RETIREMENT FROM ACTIVE DUTY WITH THE UNITED STATES AIR FORCE, GENERAL BABBITT WILL NOW PRESENT GENERAL SMITH WITH HIS PERSONAL COLORS.

Honor Guard NCOIC and Personal Color (PC) bearer move into position in front of the stage, between the colors and the stage.  They furl and case Maj Gen Smith’s personal colors.  Chief Gries will move from his seat, off the stage, and position next to the stairs.  The PC bearer hands the flag to the Chief.  Chief Gries moves into position on the stage between the Generals and the front row of chairs, next to General Babbitt.  General Babbitt and Maj Gen Smith face each other.

Chief passes the flag to General Babbitt who presents the flag to Maj Gen Smith.  Maj Gen Smith accepts the flag and returns it to the Chief.  Gen Babbitt and Maj Gen Smith face troops.  Chief returns the flag to the PC bearer who moves to position behind the stages.

MODERATOR:
“LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, PLEASE BE SEATED.  

COT:
Face about.  “GIVE YOUR GROUPS PARADE REST.”  Face about. “STAFF, PARADE REST.”
GROUP CC’s:
Face about.  “PARADE, REST.”  Face about. “STAFF, PARADE REST.”

MODERATOR:
IN HONOR OF MRS. SMITH’S DEDICATED SERVICE, GENERAL BABBITT WILL PRESENT HER A CERTIFICATE OF APPRECIATION FOR THE SUPPORT AND SACRIFICES SHE HAS MADE DURING HER HUSBAND’S CAREER.

MRS. SMITH:
Stand and center on the front of the stage between Gen Babbitt and Gen Smith.

MODERATOR:
MRS. SMITH, YOUR COMMITMENT TO THE AIR FORCE, YOUR FAMILY AND YOUR HUSBAND’S PROFESSION DURING HIS CAREER HAS BEEN A MODEL FOR OTHERS TO EMULATE.  FOR THIS, WE ARE FOREVER GRATEFUL.  WITH OUR DEEP APPRECIAITON, ADMIRATION AND RESPECT, WE PRESENT YOU THIS CERTIFICATE AS A REMEMBRANCE OF YOUR YEARS AS A MEMBER OF THE AIR FORCE FAMILY.”

GEN BABBITT:    
Makes presentations to spouse (certificate and roses).

MRS SMITH:
Take Flowers and certificate.  Give certificate back to aid.

GEN BABBITT:
Go to seat and remain standing until Gen & Mrs. Smith are seated then take seat.

Maj Gen & Mrs. Smith:
Take seats

COT:
"STAFF ATTENTION."  Face about. "GIVE YOUR GROUPS ATTENTION."  Face about. 
GROUP CC'S:
"STAFF ATTENTION"  Face about "GROUPS, ATTENTION" Face about. 

COLOR GUARD:
Executes a right wheel movement and proceeds to original post.

COT &  STAFF:
“STAFF, POST”  (All face Center)  As colors pass, “PRESENT ARMS”  “ORDER ARMS”  After colors have passed, “ FORWARD MARCH” (toward to original position), “HALT”.  “POST” (staff faces reviewing stand).  COT faces colors.  When colors wheel at band, salute flags, about face.

MODERATOR:
"LADIES AND GENTLEMENT, GENERAL BABBITT HAS GIVEN GENERAL SMITH THE HONOR OF ACCEPTING THE PASS IN REVIEW."
GENERAL BABBITT
Stand up and position centered on front of the stage. 

 General Smith:
Stay at chair.

GENERAL BABBITT:  
Commands "MARCH THE COMMAND IN REVIEW."  Return COT's salute.   Return to your seat and remain standing.

COT:
Salute after General Babbitt says, “March the command in review.”  Face about.  "PASS IN REVIEW."  Face about.  “FORWARD MARCH”  and move toward the lead in front of the A Group CC.

GEN SMITH:
Center on the front of the stage.

GEN GODDARD:
Remain seated.

GROUP CC'S:
Do about face "COLUMN OF SQUADRONS,  RIGHT SQUADRON, RIGHT TURN, (right turn) (pause for guidon to move)  MARCH."  

SQUADRON CCs:
On RIGHT SQUADRON all squadron CC's face about.  The first squadron moves off on MARCH.  Other squadron CC's echo "STAND FAST".    Before commanding your squadron forward, command, “guidon, post” so s/he can move to the base element of the squadron.

GUIDON:
93rd & CEG guidon post to the right side of your squadron commander after the group commander says, “right turn.”  Other guidons post when commanded by your commander.

THE COMMANDS EYES RIGHT AND READY FRONT ARE GIVEN ON THE RIGHT FOOT.  ALL 

OTHER COMMANDS ARE GIVEN ON THE LEFT FOOT.  USE A FOUR COUNT BETWEEN ALL

PREPARATORY COMMANDS AND THE COMMANDS OF EXECUTION WHILE MARCHING SO  THE 

GUIDONS CAN BE RAISED AND LOWERED PROPERLY.

COT & W STAFF:
Moves into position at the head of the column after the second left turn, Command, "EYES RIGHT" at the mark (approx. six paces before the reviewing stand), "READY FRONT" at the mark (approx. six paces after the reviewing stand).  Turn out of the column and take post on the right side of the reviewing stand.

GROUP CC'S: 
Move into position in the line of march after the first turn ahead of their respective groups.  "EYES RIGHT" on the mark (approx. six paces before reviewing stand) "READY FRONT" on the mark (approx. six paces after reviewing stand).  Proceed on outlined route of march back to original position.  Face troops until last squadron in the group has halted and the squadron commander faces you then about face.

SQUADRON CC'S: 
About face,  "RIGHT TURN....MARCH" march backward until squadron completes turn, face forward, "FORWARD....MARCH".  At the first turn, and each thereafter, command, “LEFT TURN, MARCH.”  When the troops finish executing the turn, command, “FORWARD, MARCH” because they will be in half steps.   As you approach the first stage, command, "EYES....RIGHT" at the mark (approx. six paces before the reviewing stand).  Command "READY....FRONT" at the mark (approx. six paces after the squadron has passed the reviewing stand).  Proceed on outlined route of march making appropriate turns and halting on the final line.  Face forward.  All squadrons will remain at attention.

(GO INTO HALF STEP AFTER EACH TURN BEFORE FORWARD MARCH IS GIVEN, SQUADRONS DRESS IS TO THE LEFT ON HALF STEP.)

GENERALS’ BABBITT AND SMITH:
Sit down when COT moves from his position east of the stages toward the center of the parade.



COT &  STAFF:
Returns to position on field when the band has returned to their original position facing troops.

COT:
"GIVE YOUR GROUPS PARADE REST."

GROUP CC'S:
Face about "PARADE (parade) REST," face about "STAFF, PARADE REST."

COT:
“CHANGE POST MARCH”  “STAFF PARADE REST”

MODERATOR:
“LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, MAJOR GENERAL RON SMITH”
GENERAL SMITH:
Make remarks. 

COT:
“STAFF, ATTENTION”  Face about. "GIVE YOUR GROUPS ATTENTION."  Face about.  

GROUP CC'S:
“STAFF, ATTENTION”  Face about "GROUP, ATTENTION" Face about. 

MODERATOR: 
"LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, ON BEHALF OF GENERALS BABBITT, GODDARD AND SMITH, WE WOULD LIKE TO THANK YOU FOR YOUR SUPPORT AND ATTENDANCE AT TODAY'S PARADE. GEN BABBITT:
Depart reviewing stand for car.  Depart for Officers’ Club.

GEN GODDARD:
Depart reviewing stand for staff car.  Depart for Club.

COT:                              
After Generals Goddard’s car leaves, face about--"GROUP COMMANDERS, TAKE CHARGE OF YOUR GROUPS AND CARRY OUT THE ORDERS OF THE DAY."
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
